Call of 12 March 2010, 14.00h:

There are 88 scholarships available for this call - meaning it is a limited call. A new bigger call is expected in the coming months and will be published online: this is however under condition that the European Commission approves and funds the prolongiation project Basileus III. Please note that the maximum duration of scholarships is 10 months - the funding is only available until 30 November 2011. All mobility must start the latest 1 September 2010.

Western Balkan students who want to participate in mobility to the EU:

· for all Target Groups: must have the nationality of Albania, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Montenegro, Serbia, (fyro)Macedonia or Kosovo and have sufficient knowledge of the language of instruction; 

· for undergraduate students: must have successfully completed at least one year of studies in their home institutions;  

· for Target Group 1: need to be registered at a  partner university in the Western Balkans. 

· for Target Group 2: need to be registered at another university in Albania, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Montenegro, Serbia, (fyro)Macedonia or Kosovo or need to have a diploma from a university of the countries mentioned above. They will need to argument how this study period abroad will benefit them (and their socio-economic environment) and include letters of support in their individual applications; 

· for Target Group 3: candidates need to be part of a vulnerable group (see Target Groups). 

We want to point out that no applicant can benefit from more than one mobility activity per project. No student is allowed to participate in a second period of the same type of mobility (undergraduate, master, doctorate, post-doctorate). 
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 Eligibility staff
Academic staff can apply for a 1 month scholarship. Academic staff from the Western Balkans who have a PhD degree can also apply for a post-doctoral scholarship (from 6 to 10 months). Academic staff from the EU with a PhD degree need to have obtained their PhD in the last two years in order to be eligible to apply for a post-doctoral scholarship.

Academic staff mobility refers exclusively to training, teaching and/or research activities performed by invited academic staff of partner universities in host institutions which are members of the partnership.

Academic staff comprises teaching staff or researchers from the partner universities, but also university administrators (rectors, administrative personnel, International Relations Officers etc.)

Academic staff must:

· work in or be associated to one of the participating institutions 

· have the nationality of one of the eligible countries * 

· be fully integrated in the Department or Faculty of the host institution 

Mobility assignments must be based on partnership agreements between the members of the consortium. The home and host universities and the individual teachers must agree on the programme of lectures to be delivered by the visiting teachers, on the research activities or type of training to be followed. The exchange can be a post-per-post exchange or a one-way visitor flow to or from a Western Balkan country.

The project team recommends academic staff to first contact their counterpart at the host university to have their approval before applying. Attention: Lund University has another procedure, they do not require letters from their professors at the application stage.

Priority will be given to mobility that:

· ensures that the visiting teacher's contribution will be an integral part of a programme of the host institution 

· will lead to the production of new teaching material 

· will be used to consolidate and extend links between departments and faculties and to prepare for future cooperation projects between the home and host university (joint projects, joint degrees etc) 

· will help strengthen the international cooperation departments in the foreign universities 

· will lead to progress in the application of ECTS and other systems for recognition of studies and qualifications in the partner institution 

· will improve the university - enterprise cooperation 

· will help to start up Doctoral Schools 

· will lead to the improvement of quality assurance mechanisms at universities 

Please note that staff members cannot benefit from more than one moblity activity within one project.



* Academic staff members of EU partner institutions who want to participate in staff mobility to a Western Balkans partner institution must have the nationality of one of the eligible European countries: the 27 EU member states, Croatia, Turkey, Iceland, Liechtenstein or Norway.

Academic staff members of one of the Basileus partner institutions in the Western Balkans region in turn must have the nationality of either Albania, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Kosovo, Macedonia, Montenegro or Serbia, in order to be eligible for an exchange to an EU partner institution
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 Selection criteria

A candidate has to comply with all technical eligibility criteria such as nationality. Please check the eligibility criteria in the previous sections.
Files can be rejected by a host university initially for following reasons: incomplete file, admission requirements not fulfilled, requested programme not available, no validation by the home university, insufficient knowledge of language of instruction, profile of applicant does not match the requested programme 

The evaluation is done in the following way: 

1. Academic merit (40 points) : 
· for Bachelor and Master applicants: academic grades, relevant previous   knowledge, additional qualifications or prices, involvement in research and/or publications 

· for PhD and post-doc applicants: coherence with research offer at the host university, research plan, publications, previous knowledge, additional qualifications or prices, academic grades 

· for staff members: involvement in teaching assignments at the host university, activity plan for the exchange period, publications, benefits for students at the host university 

2. Language capacity to follow courses, teach/do research at the host university (30 points): 

· for Bachelor and Master applicants: in how far does the applicant meet the language requirements of the host university 

· for PhD and post-doc applicants: in how far does the applicant meet the language requirements of the host university 

· for staff members (sustainability is also included here): language level, indication of benefits of the exchange for the home university, indication of international cooperation in the longer term 

3. Motivation (30 points) 

· for Bachelor and Master applicants: motivation to study at that university, indication of which courses/research to take there, awareness of the wider implication of a study period abroad for the home country, relevant recommendation letter 

· for PhD and post-doc applicants: motivation to do research at that university, awareness of the wider implications of the period abroad for the home country, relevant recommendation letter 

· for staff members: exchange of expertise and experience on pedagogical methods, previous contacts with respect to the exchange, involvement in international activities or exchanges 

In case of equal files, preference will be given to:

· Gender balance 

· Level of vulnerability (for Target Group 3)
Selection process
1. All applicants must fill in the online application form. Only fully completed application forms will be accepted. We recommend you to indicate more than 1 host university (where applicable) in order to have more chances to obtain a scholarship. Candidates receive an electronic confirmation with their application form as PDF file.

2. The application forms from TG1 students and staff members will be technically screened and validated online by the International Relations Office or contactperson of their home university. 

3. The university/universities you have applied to has/have the final word in the decision whether you will be accepted. Every university has a certain quota of scholarships available for incoming candidates. The Local Management Team evaluates the files of applicants for their university on the basis of the selection criteria mentioned here above. The project coordinator has in this way a ranked list per category and per university. The available scholarships per university are awarded to the applicants with the highest score for that category and that university. If for instance University X has 4 Bachelor scholarships available, then the Bachelor candidates with the 4 highest rankings who applied for university X obtain the grant. There is a reserve list per category per university (if applicable). Applicants should thus be aware that the competition should be seen per university and per category – it is therefore more difficult to obtain a grant for a university with many applicants and for a category for which there is a high demand. You can also read the background information on previous calls for proposals. (see “home) 

4. The Basileus Secretariat will inform all applicants by email (selected, reserve and rejected candidates). Candidates should note that that selection and rejection are done in a decentralized way. The feedback letters are automatically generated from the project database, where the partner universities fill out the results of their evaluations. Afterwards the host university will be responsible for further processing of the mobility and contact with the student. They will also issue the invitation letter.

5. The final list containing all selected grantees has to be sent to the Education Audiovisual and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA) and will include a list of reserves.

6. All students and staff members have to start their studies abroad before a certain date (1 September 2010 ), which will be communicated in the selection letter.
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 Supporting documents
When applying online for a Basileus scholarship, you will be asked for the documents mentioned here below. Make sure there is an English translation provided so your file can be assessed.

These documents should be scanned and then uploaded, preferrably as a PFD file. If however a document scan/copy consists of multiple images for each page, please upload them compressed into one zip file.

Keep the originals of the scans/copies at the ready, so you can produce these whenever they are required later on in the administrative procedure.

Be aware that the mentioned documents are those needed for the application to the Basileus consortium, but that further documents may be required for registration at the specific partner institution you will be spending your mobility period at, once you have been selected for a scholarship by the consortium.
Please note that no additional documents are accepted after the deadline.

For Academic staff:
· a passport type picture of yourself; 

· a copy of your passport or other official national identification proof; 

· your previous academic degree(s) 

· at least one recommendation letter signed by a superior (dean, head of department), originally written or translated into English (preferrably in PDF-form); 

· a recommendation letter of the contact person at the host university (not required for Lund University!) - signed and stamped 

For students (BA - MA - Doctorate - Postdoctorate):
· a passport type picture of yourself;  

· a copy of your passport or other official national identification proof; 

· at least one signed recommendation letter signed by a professor and/or supervisor (preferrably in PDF), written in English or a non-English language original, accompanied by a translation into English; If you are going to apply as an exchange student, we specifically ask for a letter written by an academic who is directly involved with the course or research programme you are currently attending at your home institution. In this case, the letter should contain information on the programme (courses) you would normally attend at your home institution, if you would not be attending an academic mobility period abroad; 

· a copy of any language certificate you may have obtained to support your language skills; 

· a course record transcript translated into English (which should be obtained from the student administration of your university); 

· for 'degree seeking students' within Target Group 2/3: a copy of your previous diploma, with apostille (see below). 

In the Western Balkan countries, an 'apostille' (international legalisation) for your diploma can be obtained at the following instances - check however first with your host university to make sure:

Albania: Office of Authentications of the Consular Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs 

Bosnia-Herzegovina: Courts of First Instance of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Municipal Courts of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Basic Courts of Republika Srpska, Basic Court of Brcko District of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

(FYRO)Macedonia: the Ministry of Justice and all 27 First Instance Courts in the Republic of Macedonia.

Montenegro: The courts of first instance of Montenegro: Basic Court of Bar, Berane, Bijelo Polje, Danilovgrad, Å½abljak, Kolašin, Kotor, Nikšic, Plav, Pljevlja, Podgorica, RoÅ¾aje, Ulcinj, Herceg Novi, Cetinje. *

* The president of the Court is authorized to certify the authenticity of the documents or the person who is authorized by the President of the Court with the seal "Apostille". The Ministry of Justice may also issue Apostilles for the public documents issued by the authorities in the district of every Court of First Instance in Montenegro if the necessary conditions are fulfilled, i.e. when the Ministry's database has a sample of the signature and stamp which the public document bears.
